




















Internships and Practicums

University of Phoenix offers the following internships
and practicums.

Internships

ADM/590 Principal Administrative Internship
ADM/591 Superintendent Administrative Internship
ADM/592 Supervisory Administrative Internship

The administrative internship program provides an
opportunity for the student to perform, under
supervision, the activities that a regularly employed
staff member in such a position would be expected

to perform. Each internship experience requires 240
hours, completed over six weeks at 40 hours per week,
or during 12 weeks at 20 hours per week.

The tuition for this program is the master’s degree
tuition rate at the time of the student’s enrollment.
If the student has not previously attended University
of Phoenix, an additional $200 processing fee will be
assessed. Cancellation of an internship will result in
a $100 fee. Students must review all internship
enrollment requirements with their University of
Phoenix Representative prior to registering for any
of the administrative internships.

Practicums

Bilingual (BLE/598, 3 credits) or English as a
Second Language (TESL/598, 3 credits)
Practicum:

This supervised practicum focuses on the practical
application of ESL/BLE teaching skills. The practicum
provides participants with opportunities to plan,
implement, and evaluate classroom activities with
Limited-English-Proficient (LEP) students.
Participants must locate a practicum site before
beginning this course. A portfolio demonstrating
competencies achieved during this course will be
developed and presented. Coursework is 6 weeks in
length. Students must review all internship
enrollment requirements with their University of
Phoenix representative prior to registering.

Practicum in Gifted or Talented Education
(SPE/538, 6 credits):

This supervised practicum focuses on the practical
application of teaching skills related to educating
students identified as gifted or talented. Participants
will have the opportunity to plan, implement, and
evaluate classroom activities for the gifted or talented.
Participants must locate a practicum site before
beginning the course. Upon completion of the
practicum, participants are required to submit a
completed portfolio demonstrating their competencies
in the field of gifted and talented education. Coursework
is 6 weeks in length. Students must review all internship
enrollment requirements with their University of
Phoenix representative prior to registering.
